The club was established in 1895 after a discussion at St Michael's church, and was originally named 
St Michael's Foot-ball Club, although they became known as St Michael's, Camberley.
The first match, a friendly, was played on 16 October against D Company from the Royal Military 
College in nearby Sandhurst, St Michael's won 4–2. In January 1896 they joined the Surrey County 
Football Association, entering and winning the Surrey Junior Cup in 1897–98; the club's first 
competitive game was played on 16 October 1897, a Junior Cup first round match against 
Farncombe which St Michael's won 5–2. After winning the cup, the club joined the East & West 
Surrey League for the 1898–99 season. 
In January 1901 a public meeting was held, at which it was decided to establish a new club that 
would absorb both St Michael's and Camberley Magpies. The name Camberley & Yorktown was 
adopted and the club took St Michael's place in the East & West Surrey League. However, they 
dropped into the Aldershot Combination in 1902, before switching to the Ascot & District League in 
1903. The club finished as runners-up in their first season and went on to win the league in 1904–05. 
They were runners-up again in 1905–06, before winning a hat-trick of successive titles in 1907–08, 
1908–09 and 1909–10, remaining unbeaten throughout the third of the title-winning seasons. The 
season also saw them win the Surrey Junior Cup for a second time, beating Sutton United 2–0 in the 
final. In 1910 Camberley & Yorktown returned to the East & West Surrey League, which had been 
renamed the West 
Surrey League. In 1912–13 the club also entered the three-club Aldershot Senior Civilian League, 
which they won. They went on to win the West Surrey League the following season. 
In 1922 Camberley & Yorktown were founder members of the Surrey Senior League. They won three 
successive titles in 1930 –31, 1931–32 and 1932–33 and were runners-up in 1938–39. After World 
War II the club was renamed Camberley, and were Surrey Senior League runners-up in 1946–47, 
before winning the league's Charity Cup in 1951–52 with a 4–3 win over Chertsey Town. The club 
were league runners-up again in 1961–62, and adopted their current name on 2 June 1967 after 
merging with former Parthenon League club 
Camberley Wanderers. In 1973 they joined the Spartan League, but left to join Division Two of the 
Athenian League in 1975. In 1977 they switched to Division Two of the Isthmian League, and were 
promoted to Division One after finishing as Division Two runners-up in 1978–79. Two seasons later 
they were relegated, and after a single season back in Division Two, they rejoined the Athenian 
League, which now had a single division. 
In 1983 Rick Wakeman became the club's chairman while he was living in Camberley. He remained in 
this post until 1986 when he was elected Vice-President, and left the club when he moved to the Isle 
of Man in 1988. In 1984 the Athenian League disbanded; Camberley rejoined the Isthmian League 
and were placed in Division Two South, where they remained until being placed in Division Three 
following league reorganisation in 1991. In 1998–99 the club reached the first round of the FA Cup 
for the first time. Drawn against away to Third Division Brentford, they lost 5–0. Division Three 
became Division Two in 2002, and Camberley remained members until the end of the 2005–06 
season, when they dropped into the Premier Division of the Combined Counties League through the 
FA’s re-structuring of non-league football. They were runners-up in the division in 2013–14 and 
2014–15. 



They came third in the 2015-16 season in the North division of the Combined counties league 2016-17 saw a 
sixth place finish and seventh the season after. 2018-19 saw a sixteenth place finish and with the 2019-20 
season not finishing and the 2020-21 one not even starting due to covid, they started the 2021-22 season in 
the Combined Counties Premier Division South and Manager Luke Turkington oversaw a twelfth place finish 
on 44 points. 2022-23 Season was an improvement on the previous finishing tenth with 52 Points, with a 
fantastic run of 1 defeat in the last 14 league games of the season, that was at a time when games were 
coming thick and fast as the season had to be extended by 2 weeks to make up for the bad weather earlier 
in the campaign. 2023-24 was a disappointing season which was entered into with the hope to push on from 
the prior years and maybe see if we could get in the top 5 for the newly instigated playoffs.

GROUND 
In 1898 the club started playing at the new Recreation Ground on London Road, although they also used a 
pitch near Southwell Park Road when the Recreation Ground was unavailable and had moved there 
permanently by 1905. They played there until moving to Martin's Meadow in 1909. However, when the 
tenancy came to an end, the club returned to the Recreation Ground. 
Since 1923 the club have played at Krooner Park on Wilton Road. The ground was paid for with the winnings 
of a horse named Krooner who won two races at Haydock Park Racecourse in 1920. 
It was officially opened on 22 December 1923. Due to financial difficulties Krooner Park was sold back to the 
local council in 1939 with the council guaranteeing that the ground would be retained in perpetuity and that 
it would be rented to the football club, giving them priority whilst they remained in existence. In the 
mid-1960s the club asked thee council to leave Krooner Park and build a new ground at South- cote Park 
Farm, but the request was rejected due to the amount of engineering that would be required. 
Floodlights were installed at the ground in 1974, with the first floodlit match being a friendly against Crystal 
Palace on 14 October. The attendance at the match, which ended in a 1–1 draw, was around 3,100, a ground 
record. The highest confirmed attendance at Krooner Park was 2,066 when the newly-formed Aldershot 
Town visited for an Isthmian League Division Three match on 10 November 1992.

Tadley has had a football team since the early 1900’s. In the modern era the team was re-formed in 
1989 and played in the Basingstoke and North Hants Leagues before winning promotion to the 
Hampshire League. The club was formed as Tadley F.C. in 1989.They joined the Hampshire League 
Division Three in 1994, finishing runners-up in 1995–96, gaining promotion to Division Two. The club 
changed its name to Tadley Town F.C. in 1999 and joined Division One upon re-organisation. In 
2004, they changed their name to their present name and entered the Wessex Football League 
Division Three. 

Division Three was re-named Division Two in 2006, and the club finished runners-uin 
2007. In the 2007–08 season, they won the Wessex League Division One title but were denied 
promotion as their ground did not meet the requirements for the Premier Division. The Reserve side 
was also highly successful in the same season by taking the Wessex Combination League title. 

Since then the team has remained in Division One and has steadily been making progress on and off 
the field year on year. They narrowly missed out on promotion in 2014-15 and 2015-16 respectively 
by finishing in 3rd position in both seasons. 

In the 2010–11 campaign they reached the final of the Basingstoke Senior Cup losing to Thatcham 
Town 4–1. The club then went on to win the same cup in 2013-14 beating local rivals AFC 
Aldermaston 3-2 (aet) in the final. In September 2014, the club recorded probably the best result of 
its modern history, defeating Conference South Basingstoke Town on penalties in the Hampshire FA 
Senior Cup at The Camrose after a 2-2 draw in 90 minutes. 

The club had its best run in the FA Vase in season 2015-16 reaching the 3rd round proper before 
eventually being knocked out 4-2 after a replay and extra-time against Newport (IoW) from the 
Wessex Premier Division. They have also reached the final of the North Hants Senior Cup in the last 
two seasons; losing out 3-1 to local rivals Whitchurch United in 2016-17, again at The Camrose, and 
then 5-4 on penalties to Andover New Street in 2017-18 at Longmeadow after a 3-3 draw in normal 
time. 

The club achieved its ambition of gaining promotion to the Wessex League Premier Division in 
2018-19 season - the highest level (Step 5) that the club has competed at. The goal is to consolidate 
its position on the field and to make significant progress with the infrastructure off the field. Tadley 
finished 8th  in their first season. 
Tadley were lying 13th  after 28 games in season in 2019-20. The season finished in March due to 
Corona virus. 
In 2020-21 Tadley had a change in Secretary, after many years Dean Newton step down. The club 
would like to place on record are thanks for the work and time put in by Dean. Wayne Chivers 
stepped as temporary secretary. After no one come forward, Wayne took it up on a full time basis. 
In 2020/21 Tadley had their best run in the FA cup in the club’s history, team manager Adam Clarke 
saw the club reach the First qualifying round.

In 2021/22 Tadley Calleva has seen a chance in league and management, the club has joined the 
Combined Counties League. This was due to the FA restructuring at Steps 4-6. Adam Clarke had to 
step down due to work commitments, we wished Adam the best of luck. Joe Lawler & Ben Dillon was 
named as joint first team managers 2021/22 season. We have enjoyed a good run under the joint 
managers for the past 2 and half seasons.

The Fiery Spear
When Ephraim Matsilele Sono was born in Soweto in 1955, he was born into a world of 
racist segregation that immediately limited his life chances. Even so, it seemed that his 
would be a childhood blessed with opportunity. ‘Jomo’ Sono, as he would become 
known, was the son of the captain of South Africa’s biggest and best team, the Orlando 
Pirates, and grew up in a loving family. But at the age of just eight, his father died in a 
car crash. Rocked by this tragedy, his mother abandoned him and his brother to the 
care of his elderly, unwell grandparents. It was the difficult start of a journey into 
stardom.

Without his father’s income, school needed to be paid for. Jomo took to selling peanuts 
and fruit around the town, quickly irritating local businesses and residents with his 
cheeky attempts to short-change customers or set up shop in places that would cause 
a nuisance. But it was exactly this practice that earned him his big break. He struggled 
along for five years, before trying to sneak into an annual Orlando Pirates friendly to 
sell his wares. The Pirates’ coach had known Sono senior in his playing days, and 
recognised young Jomo. The team was a player short, and he asked Jomo to fill in. 
Apples and nuts forgotten, the small, skinny teenager took to the field. 90 minutes later, 
he had scored two goals, outperformed his professional teammates, and caught the 
attention of South Africa’s biggest clubs. But there was no question, he would follow in 
his father’s footsteps, at least at first.

He was a dribbler with a fiery temper, the kind of player that fans fall in love with. He 
had clearly inherited his father’s talent, and at just 16 he was exciting his adoring 
public, complementing a cavalier Pirates attack that was less concerned with stopping 
the other team scoring, as long as they got more. His nickname, ‘Jomo’ translates as 
‘fiery spear’. It was a fitting moniker for his playing style.

The Soweto side were causing quite a stir in a divided country. The national side was 
selected only from the white players in the white-only league, but the Soweto side were 
more than capable of pulling in tens of thousands of fans. In 1974, they won the league 
at a canter, as well as all three national trophies. Jomo was that standout star in a team 
of talent. At the age of just 18, he had won all there was to win with his father’s side.

In 1976, in an attempt to appease FIFA, South Africa 
put up an interracial XI to play against Argentina, 
who two years later would win the World Cup. 
Jomo was called up, and cemented his reputation 
on a global stage with four goals, in a 5-0 victory. 
His talent was recognised by the world’s biggest 
clubs, but only one had the stars he had always 
dreamed of playing with.



When Jomo landed in New York in 1977, the Cosmos added him to a team boasting 
Carlos Alberto, Franz Beckenbauer, and Pele. He encountered two problems in his new 
home. The first was the snow, something he had never encountered at home. The second 
was the language barrier. Jomo had, out of embarrassment, pretended he didn’t speak 
English. It was farcical, but it also allowed him to hear the racism others believed he didn’t 
understand. After 12 months, he moved on to Colorado. 

Back in his homeland, the apartheid government was beginning to realise that the odd 
exhibition and lip service to equality wasn’t going to satisfy FIFA. They were fearful that 
mixing races within the teams would prove the obvious inferiority of the white players and 
cause the whole situation to erupt. So when Orlando opened their new stadium, an invite 
for a friendly was extended to white champions Highlands Park. With reluctance, the 
Afrikaner government allowed them to accept.

Unfortunately for expectant fans, Jomo made clear that he was getting married on the day 
of the historic match and wouldn’t play. Even Desmond Tutu was asked to change the 
superstar’s mind, but he wouldn’t budge.

As the ceremony finished, Jomo was informed that his old side were 2-0 down at half time. 
He was only five miles away, and an emergency meeting was held with his father-in-law. 
And so, at half time, Jomo appeared at the stadium, still in his tuxedo. He changed into 
the all-black strip, and ran out onto the pitch, to the shock and delight of the fans. 
Inevitably, his fairytale return saw him change the game, setting up three goals and 
scoring one as Orlando came back to win 4-2. His trademark celebration, a joyous leap 
with one arm in the air, was adjusted for the occasion. This time, he had both arms in the 
air, the second one for his new wife.

He returned to America for a few years, before retiring and buying Highlands Park, 
changing the club in his image. When apartheid ended, he was made technical director of 
the national side. Twelve years later, after a disastrous spell under Carlos Queiroz, he 
took the helm and became the first South Africa manager to win a World Cup game.

Jomo didn’t just play for the Cosmos. He is a star.
